Presentations of this project in Bologna, Ljubljana, Vienna and London included roundtable discussions, issuing a publications and film screenings. We have collected quite impressive visual documentation (photo, video, texts) reflecting the migration problems in many European and some non-European countries – the material could be used in further research, too.
Some of main topics in our focus are:
· relation citizen vs. human being

· impact of migration issue to negative trends of xenophobia
· involving and developing emancipator praxes to migration issue: finding new ways of approaching the public discourse as demystifying migration
We are looking forward to make new collaborations with researchers and research institutions across Europe, to spread the partnership and focus on theoretic approach in a higher extent. Within a potential partnership through the NORFACE initiative we are able to engage our researchers’ and production experiences, organize very good and inspiring meeting conditions in case of meetings/conferences in Ljubljana and share many good practices of cooperation with researches – mainly philosophers, sociologists and aestheticians – from Slovenia, EU and Balkan countries.
